Statement by Richard Kolodziej, president of NGV America, on GM’s announcement that it will
offer natural gas-powered versions of the Chevrolet Express and GMC Savana full-size vans
beginning with the 2011 models.

This is exceptional news. The U.S. fleet market is demanding natural gas vehicles, and GM is
responding. It is just another indication of the growing strength of the natural gas vehicles market.

There are more than 11 million natural gas vehicles on the road worldwide, and GM already offers
nine models in other parts of the world.

NGVs produce less greenhouse gases and urban pollution, and they displace the use of foreign oil.
In different countries, one or more of these factors is the primary driver of NGV growth. In the
U.S,, all three are important national priorities, along with the significant operating cost savings that
NGVs offer.
